research stage of development, putting it 
roughly four years away from actual installa-
tion. An impact statement from the Bureau of 
Ocean Energy Management said the project 
would have minimal impact on ocean life but 
could adversely affect commercial fi sheries. 

 This award was to fund the township’s 
much-needed bulkheads and storm drainage 
improvements, but was this a win and if so, at 
what cost? 

 The township is located in an environmen-
tal sensitive area and its  economy centers 
around its fi shing, hunting and boating. So the 
question is: Was it prudent for the township to 
accept this goodwill grant with the mysterious 
unprecedented number of whales that have 
recently washed ashore? Current research on 
the impact on marine life is still lacking. 

 Some say the noise stemming from high-
intensity devices used to sample the sea fl oor 
for placement of wind turbines could have 
driven the whales toward shore, seeking relief. 
Only time will tell if the money gifted to up-
grade the township’s infrastructure was worth 
it or if this was just another political Green 
New Deal policy using climate change and 
grant funding as a f avorable motivating factor.
